ORDINANCE AMENDING THE STEGE SANITARY DISTRICT ORDINANCE
CODE, SECTION 4.8.2.2 - LATERAL REPLACEMENT LOAN PROGRAM

The Directors of the Stege Sanitary District find and determine as follows:

A. The Stege Sanitary District ("District") is authorized by the Sanitary District Act
of 1923 (Health & Safety Code §6400 et seq.) to provide public services and
facilities related to the acquisition, construction, replacement, maintenance and

operation of wastewater collection facilities within the District's service area.

B. The District finds and determines that Infiltration and Inflow adds substantial cost
to system operation and maintenance during heavy rains as additional flows are
introduced to the wastewater collection system and old, leaking laterals contribute

significant I&I into the wastewater collection system.

C. The District is subject to the Consent Decree in the matter of United State of
America, et. al. v. East Bay Municipal Utility District, et. al., which outlines a
series of activities and improvements required of the District to reduce wet
weather sewage flows into the East Bay Municipal Utility District (“EBMUD”)
Wastewater Treatment Facilities, and to eventually eliminate the operation of, and
associated discharges from, the EBMUD Wet Weather Treatment Facilities
located at Point Isabel in Richmond, and San Antonio Creek and Oakport in
Oakland (“Consent Decree”).

D. AB741 amended various sections of the Health and Safety Code thereby allowing
public entities to enter into Contractual Assessment agreements with private
property owners under which the costs of repairs to an owner's private sewer

lateral can be financed and collected by use of the local county tax rolls.

E. In order to facilitate replacement of old, leaky laterals and meet the requirements
of the Consent Decree, the Board previously established a lateral replacement
revolving loan program, contained in Stege Sanitary District Ordinance Code
Section 4.8.
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F. Stege Sanitary District Ordinance Code Section 4.6 requires property owners to
obtain a compliance certificate for the sewer lateral on their property when certain

triggering events occur, such as a property sale.

G. In order to ensure that funds remain available for the lateral replacement
revolving loan program, and to facilitate the maximum number of laterals
replacements and repairs as possible, the Board desires to amend the lateral
replacement revolving loan program to exclude lateral repairs and replacements

when a compliance certificate is otherwise required by the Code.

In consideration of the foregoing findings and determinations, it is ordained as follows:

1. Section 4.8.2.2 of the Stege Sanitary District Ordinance Code is hereby amended

to read as set forth below:

4.8.2.2 The Lateral Replacement Loan Program may not be used for a lateral
repair or replacement when a Compliance Certificate is required under
Section 4.6.1 of this Code or in conjunction with any other financial

assistance program(s) offered by the District.

2. This Ordinance is effective upon the expiration of one week from the date of
publication of a summary of the Ordinance, as prescribed by California Health
and Safety Code Section 6490.

buildings to have Backflow Protective Devices.

B. Backflow Protective Devices are a critical tool for protecting health and safety by

preventing sewer backups into occupied buildings.

C. The Board desires to amend Stege Sanitary District Ordinance Code Section 4.4.5
regarding Backflow Protective Devices in order to strengthen and clarify the
District’s requirements for Backflow Protective Devices.

In consideration of the foregoing findings and determinations, it is ordained as follows:

1. Section 4.4.5 of the Stege Sanitary District Ordinance Code is hereby amended as
set forth below:

4.4.5 Backflow Prevention Preteetive—Device. All new and existing building

Laterals, including Lateral replacements, shall be equipped with a cleanout

riser—AH-new—buildingLateralsshall and be alse—fitted with a backflow

in—the—manner—preseribed—by—the Distriet—Any such backflow prevention
proeteetive-device shall be installed by the owner of the property on which the
building is constructed, and shall be located on the Building Sewer between
the building and the property line, preferably at the location of the cleanout.
The backflow prevention preteetive-device, if below grade, shall be enclosed
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in a suitable concrete utility box with removable cover and shall be readily
accessible for inspection and maintenance. The installation of any such
backflow prevention preteetive-device shall be at the sole cost and expense of
the property owner. The maintenance of the backflow prevention preteetive
device shall be the sole obligation of the owner or the owner’s successor in
interest. The District shall be under no obligation to ascertain that the

backflow prevention preteetive-device continues in operating condition.

2. This Ordinance is effective upon the expiration of one week from the date of
publication of a summary of the Ordinance, as prescribed by California Health
and Safety Code Section 6490.

ISSUE:
The Board will consider a resolution making necessary findings to continue to meet remotely for
another 30-day period pursuant to Assembly Bill 361 (AB 361).

FISCAL IMPACT:
The fiscal impact to continue to meet remotely is minimal.

STRATEGIC PLAN:
GOAL 4: Provide a Safe and Rewarding Work Environment that Recognizes the Worth and
Value of Employees

BACKGROUND:

On September 16, 2021, Governor Gavin Newsom signed AB 361 which allows public agencies
to continue to meet remotely when there is a declared State of Emergency and pursuant to certain
procedural requirements. AB 361 essentially allows the District to continue to meet remotely
under similar circumstances as under the Governor’s Executive Order N-29-20, allowing local
agencies to meet remotely. The teleconferencing provisions of Executive Order N-29-20 expired
on September 30.

AB 361 allows the following:

e While maintaining transparency and public access, local agencies would be able to meet
remotely during a declared state of emergency

e While agencies would still be required to post agendas and meeting information, agencies
would not be required to post meeting notices and/or agendas at all teleconference
locations when remotely meeting during an emergency

e While the public must continue to have access to the remote meeting and provided the
ability to make public comment, agencies would not be required to make all remote
meeting sites accessible to the public, nor include the remote location details in the
meeting notice or agenda during a declared state of emergency

e Additionally, agency board members would not be required to be at remote sites within
the territorial bounds of the agency during a declared state of emergency

Since September 23, 2021, pursuant to AB 361, the Board has approved recurring resolutions
authorizing remote teleconferenced meetings for a 30-day period.



Pursuant to AB 361, a draft resolution to extend remote teleconferenced meetings for another 30-
day period is attached for the Board’s consideration.

The Directors of the Stege Sanitary District (District) find and determine as follows:

A.

All meetings of the District are open and public, as required by the Ralph M. Brown Act
(Cal. Gov. Code 54950 — 54963), so that any member of the public may attend,

participate, and watch the District conduct its business; and.

On March 4, 2020, Governor Newsom declared a State of Emergency to make additional
resources available, formalize emergency actions already underway across multiple state
agencies and departments, and help the State prepare for a broader spread of the novel
coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19).

On March 17, 2020, in response to the COVID-19 pandemic, Governor Newsom issued
Executive Order N-29-20 suspending certain provisions of the Ralph M. Brown Act in
order to allow local legislative bodies to conduct meetings telephonically or by other

means.

As a result of Executive Order N-29-20, staff set up virtual meetings for all Board

meetings.

On June 11, 2021, Governor Newsom issued Executive Order N-08-21, which, effective
September 30, 2021, ends the provisions of Executive Order N-29-20 that allows local

legislative bodies to conduct meetings telephonically or by other means.

On September 16, 2021, the Governor signed AB 361 (2021) which allows for local
legislative bodies and advisory bodies to continue to conduct meetings via
teleconferencing under specified conditions and includes a requirement that the Board
make specified findings. AB 361 (2021) took effect immediately.
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. AB 361 (2021) requires that the Governor declare a State of Emergency pursuant to

Government Code section 8625.

. AB 361 (2021) further requires that state or local officials have imposed or recommended
measures to promote social distancing, or, requires that the legislative body determines

that meeting in person would present imminent risks to the health and safety of attendees.

Such conditions now exist in the District, specifically, Governor Newsom has declared a
State of Emergency due to COVID-19.

Since issuing Executive Order N-08-21, the highly contagious Delta and Omicron
variants of COVID-19 have emerged, causing an increase in COVID-19 cases throughout

the State and Contra Costa County.

. On August 2, 2021, in response to the Delta variant of COVID-19, the Contra Costa
County Health Officer issued an order for nearly all individuals to wear masks when
inside public spaces and on September 14, 2021, issued an order requiring operators of
specified dining establishments, entertainment venues and fitness facilities to restrict

entry based on COVID-19 vaccination status or testing.

. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”) continues to recommend
physical distancing of at least 6 feet from others outside of the household and the Contra

Costa County Health Officer strongly recommends online meetings and distancing.

. The highly contagious Omicron variant and sub-variants have resulted in the greatest

nationwide infection rate since the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic; and

. Because of the rise in cases due to the Omicron variant and sub-variant of COVID-19, the
District is concerned about the health and safety of all individuals who intend to attend

Board meetings.

. On September 23, 2021, the Board found that the presence of COVID-19 and the increase
of cases due to the Delta variant would present imminent risks to the health or safety of

attendees, including the Board and staff, should the Board hold in person meetings; and
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P. The Board hereby finds that the presence of COVID-19 and the increase of cases due to
the Omicron variant and sub-variants would present imminent risks to the health or safety

of attendees, including the Board and staff, should the Board hold in person meetings.

Q. The District shall ensure that its meetings comply with the provisions required by AB 361
(2021) for holding teleconferenced meetings.

In consideration of the foregoing findings and determinations, it is resolved:

1. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are hereby incorporated by reference

2. In compliance with AB 361 (2021), and in order to continue to conduct teleconference
meetings without complying with the usual teleconference meeting requirements of the

Brown Act, the Board makes the following continued findings:

a) The Board has considered the circumstances of the state of emergency; and

b) The state of emergency, as declared by the Governor, continues to directly impact the
ability of the Board, as well as staff and members of the public, from meeting safely

in person; and

¢) The CDC continues to recommend physical distancing of at least six feet due to
COVID-19 and the Contra Costa County Health Officer strongly recommends online
meetings and distancing. As a result of the presence of COVID-19 and the increase of
cases due to the Omicron variant and sub-variants, meeting in person would present

imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees, the Board, and staff.

The
District’s newer existing combo unit is a 2018 GapVax combo unit and staff would prefer to
keep the fleet consistent to facilitate training, repairs, maintenance, and replacement parts.

The proposed new GapVax combo unit has a lead time of up to 2 years and has been increasing
in price due to lack of supply and increased demand. It would be in the best interest of the
District to lock in the current price now with a delivery date around July 2024.

G. Alan C. Miller participated in discussions regarding dissolution of the District, voted to
instead contract out operations of the District, then finally working to create the safe,
efficient, and economical full service wastewater collection system that the District is
today.

H. The District received tremendous benefit from his talent, expertise, and devotion to
public service throughout his thirty-seven year tenure in office.

CONSIDERATION OF RELOCATION OF SANITARY SEWER MAIN —
1755 EASTSHORE BLVD., EL CERRITO, CA 94530

ISSUE:

Bellecci and Associates is developing the former OSH parcel into an affordable housing complex
and requesting permission to relocate the sanitary sewer main onto Eastshore Blvd. right-of-way
at no expense to the District.

FISCAL IMPACT:
The developer is willing to relocate the proposed sanitary sewer main at no cost to the District.

STRATEGIC PLAN:

GOAL 2: Maintain and Improve Infrastructure

WORK PLAN ITEM “b”: Update and implement sewer system master plan to prioritize
sewer replacement, funding, and maintain a sewer system life cycle of 60+ years by June
2020 and at least every two (2) years thereafter.

BACKGROUND:

Bellecci and Associates is developing the former OSH parcel into an affordable housing
complex. There is an existing 8” HDPE sanitary sewer main located within an easement along
an existing planter strip. This existing sanitary sewer main is under a proposed new building
location. Bellecci is requesting permission to relocate the sanitary sewer onto Eastshore Blvd.
right-of-way at no expense to the District.

The existing 8” HDPE sanitary sewer main was pipe-burst in 2017 by the District Contractor.
There will be no improvement in pipe material nor any ease of maintenance for the relocated
sanitary sewer main. The District is requesting that Bellecci install a new 8” HDPE pipe within a
cast iron pipe since the new line is to be installed using open trench method.

RECOMMENDATION:
Approve Belleci and Associate’s request to relocate the existing sanitary sewer main and
abandon the existing sanitary sewer easement.

1. Reject the request.
2. Take no action and provide staff further direction.

To Whom it May Concern,

Bellecci is the civil engineering team working with AMG & Associates on the El Cerrito Apartments residential
project located at 1755 Eastshore Blvd. in El Cerrito (Site)}—constrained by Highway 80 along the west side, Eastshore Blvd.
along the east side, and Peerless Ave. to the north. The project is developing the former OSH parking lot into an
affordable housing complex—consisting of a 219,600 SF, 5-story, podium building providing 310 affordable housing units
with at-grade parking below. Due to the constrained nature of this site, the building sits 0'-0" from the property line.

This is a unique project, as it not only adds a significant amount of housing to help alleviate the current housing crisis, but
it is doing so by implementing numerous strategies to decrease contaminates in stormwater runoff—such as, removing
the open-air on-site parking, encouraging bicycle and muti-modal transit use (qualifies as a transit-oriented development),
and implementing stormwater control measures to treat and remove toxins from all runoff before it leaves the Site.
Additionally, by repurposing the existing on-site building, there will be a reduction in construction contaminants and
debris.

According to our records obtained from Stege in December 2020, there is an existing 8" sanitary sewer main situated right
below the same property line where the building is proposed. However, according to the Preliminary Title report, a
maintenance easement has not been recorded for the sewer main. Meaning, Stege is currently required to request
trespassing rights from the owner if any excavation is required to maintain the existing sewer main.

The City has approved plans for their Del Norte Green Streets Improvement Project. This project proposes a bioretention
facility running parallel to the existing sanitary sewer main within the shoulder of Eastshore Blvd. As such, the relocated
sewer main needs to move an additional 24 feet to the east (towards the center line of Eastshore Blvd.) We are proposing
a one-foot separation between the outside face of curb for the bioretention facility and the edge of pipe of the relocated
sewer main. This location also avoids other proposed planters near the Eastshore Blvd. and Peerless Ave. intersections to
the north.

We are kindly requesting the Stege Board of Directors review and accept our proposal to relocated 688 LF of the 8" SS
main approximately 24 feet east into Eastshore Blvd, as depicted on our Proposed Utility Plan. Relocation of the existing 8"
sewer main allows for future maintenance and development by Stege without the need to receive authorization from the
property owner prior to commencement of work. We would also like to gently point out that an easement would not be

needed to proceed with construction of the affordable housing complex, as the developer can add deep footings
(approximately 9" below grade) to avoid the existing sewer main. We understand this is a large undertaking and are happy
to work alongside of you to smoothly expedite this process. The Developer is willing to relocate the proposed 688 LF of 8"
sanitary sewer main at no cost to Stege Sanitary District.
